ClearView+Speech Tutorial
Welcome to the ClearView+ Speech.  This device combines a video magnifier and a text-to-speech converter (Optical Character Recognition or OCR).  In this tutorial, you’ll learn about the basic features of both components.  
ClearView+
To turn on the ClearView+ Speech, press the small red circular button.  It will take about 40 seconds to be ready.  While it is warming up, it will give a periodic ping.  When the device is ready it will play a short identifying sound.  
Place a document on the tray.  The tray moves left and right and diagonally to position the text where you want it.
You can magnify the view using the dial just below the Power button.  The dial has a white extension on it to help move it clockwise to increase the magnification or counterclockwise to decrease the magnification.  
To adjust the high contrast, tap the large button in the center of the dial.  You can choose between photographic image, white on black contrast or black on white contrast.
Underneath a slide to the right of the dial, are more controls.  The crescent moon button adjusts the image of text on a colored background.  Pressing the Write button plus the Sun button allows you to adjust the brightness.  Pressing the Write button by itself makes the camera focus only on what you are writing, say if you are doing a crossword puzzle.  A lighted ring around the contrast button will glow red when the Write button is activated.
You can also lock the tray in place by pressing the red tab underneath the front of the tray.  Release it by pressing the button again.  You’ll hear a buzzing sound each time.  
Speech mode
If you would like the ClearView+ Speech to read a printed document to you, tap the bottom right of the screen.  You will hear “Speech on.  Position the text inside the window and tap the screen.”  Move your document until it is positioned in the yellow box that appears on the screen and tap inside that box.  The camera takes a picture of the document, and numbers the paragraphs and zones on the page.  When it finishes compiling the page, it will immediately begin reading.  Press the Pause button to stop the reading and press it again to resume playing.  You can also tap any of the numbered paragraphs to begin reading at a specific place.  Please note that this works best with typed text.  Handwritten text can be interpreted inaccurately or not be identified as text by the camera.
Along the bottom of the screen are buttons to adjust:
· Zoom:  in or out
· Volume:  up or down
· Speed:  up or down
· Tapping the X in the bottom right hand corner returns you to Video Magnifier mode.  It also takes you up to a higher menu when you are adjusting Menu options.  
· The M on the bottom left of the screen contains a variety of menus that can be adjusted for each user.
Menu
· Save button:  Save the image to a flash drive in one of several formats:  Document, EPub, Docx (Microsoft Word), or MP3.  When saving the document, you can also add a 5-second audio message to identify the file.  
· Open button:  Open a document from a flash drive.
· Delete button:  Delete a document.
· Voice button:  Choose from the voices that have been preselected.  We’ll look at adding voices under Settings.  Tap the screen to hear the voices.  If you pause for 3 seconds, the most recent voice will be selected.
· View Button:  Allows you to adjust the color, contrast and highlighting.  There is a sample text at the top to preview changes.
· Color:  Cycle through the options by tapping the color button.  The user will select the color scheme that gives the most clarity, often based on their visual disability.
· Contrast:  toggles between black-on-white and any color scheme that has been selected.
· Highlight:  Adjusts the color and size of a highlighted box around text.
· You can adjust the color:  black, red or yellow
· You can adjust the size:   word or line
· You can turn off highlighting
· Settings Button:  Helps with adjusting features of the device
· Voice:  Add or remove languages that will appear under the Voice button on the main menu.  A variety of languages are offered.  The ClearView+ Speech does not translate, but will read a document authentically when a voice for the document’s language is selected.  
· Tap to select a language from the range of languages.  There will be a selection of voices under each language, a male and female speaker or multiple accents.
· Tap to hear a voice. 
· Tap to select or unselect a voice.  A green check mark will appear next to the voice and also next to the language in the next menu up.
· Options:
· Text Recognition Quality:  Choose between Optimal and Fast.  The default is Optimal.
· Activate Speech mode:  Choose either “Tap screen anywhere” or “Tap Bottom Right Corner”.  Our experience is that the default option to “Tap Bottom Right Corner” is better because it avoids changing modes when the screen is inadvertently tapped.  
· Automatic Language Dectection:  Chooose either Disabled or Enabled.  The default is Disabled, and the device will still identify the language and read it in the voice the user selects for that language.  Enabled can be useful in automatically switching to a language when it detects it, but the device may also make inaccurate choices as to what language it detects.
· Defaults:  Resets the default settings for the ClearView+ Speech
· About:  Shows specifications for the device.
